TRANSPORT 
 

The Grand Hôtel Wiesler and "Das Weitzer" are both located right in the centre of Graz, 
just a 5-minute walk from the main square.  
 

Arrival by airplane  
Graz Airport (https://www.flughafen-graz.at/home.html) is located about 9 km south of 
Graz city centre. The hotels can be reached from the airport as follows: 
-  By taxi (fare: approx. 30 €). The taxi rank is located in front of the passenger terminal. 
-  Take the train to Graz Central Station (single fare: 3 €) and then take a taxi or tram line 

1, 4, 6 or 7 to the "Südtirolerplatz/Kunsthaus" stop. The train station (Graz/Feldkirchen 
Airport, S-Bahn line S5) is approx. 300 metres from the terminal. You can find the 
timetables at www.oebb.at. 

From Vienna International Airport (https://www.viennaairport.com/) you can reach Graz 
Central Station directly by taking the railjet trains of the Austrian Federal Railways 
(https://tickets.oebb.at/en/ticket) (the fare for a single journey – standard ticket is 47.20 €, 
but there are also cheaper Sparschiene offers; the shortest duration of the journey is 3 
hours). 
 

Arrival by train 
From Graz Central Station, both hotels can be reached by taxi or tram (lines 1,4, 6 or 7 
to the stop "Südtirolerplatz/Kunsthaus").
